Approximately 200 players will be at this event. To ensure this event is a success we 
require support from the wider Otago Badminton circle. 
 
The following help is required  

1. Runners and Court Stewards - During the week we require a large number of 
personal to assist as runners and court stewards (not difficult and full training will 
be provided) 

 
2. Player/Manager/Coach Packs -One of our major responsibilities is to provide 

player/managers packs for all teams. These are to include product goodies as a 
welcome gesture to players, managers, and coaches. 
Many of you will have business contacts that you may be able to approach for 
donations. There are no limitations on what can go in these packs and no 
limitations on the quantities to be donated. Any amount would be gratefully 
received. 
Some possible examples could include- pens pads confectionery drinks vouchers 
nibbles wine – the list is endless. All donations will be acknowledges in the 
tournament programme. 

 
3. Advertising - A full programme is produced for each player. It is hoped that the 

cost of this will be covered by advertisements. All advertisements will be black 
and white. The cost of these ads are A5 size $50 and A4 size $100. If you are able 
to approach a business for advertising please indicate below. 

 

4. Canteen - The junior committee is responsible for running the canteen. This 
involves providing casual lunches and snacks throughout the day. The canteen is 
required to be open from 9am – 9pm Sunday to Thursday and 9am -1.30pm on 
Friday. It is hoped that all parents will be able to give a minimum of a few hours 
during the week. We also require donations of baking throughout the week. 

 

5. Administration Costs – The cost of stationery ie photocopy paper, ink cartridges, 
general stationery items are considerable when running an event like. 

 

6. Cordless Phone – We would like to borrow a cordless phone for the duration of 
the tournament. If anyone has one they are not using that we could borrow for the 
week that would be great.
